In the Garden & Garden Gallery
Double Take 
3 July – 25 September
Formed by students attending the sculpture classes at Brighton’s City College, 
Brighton Sculptors began as a small exhibiting group in 2001. They have 
developed a reputation for creating an unusual “take” on a recognisable 
subject. This is further enhanced by using such materials as mosaic tiles, metal 
and marble resin, constructed wire, found objects and carved stone in their 
outdoor and indoor sculptural pieces.

Anthony Veale

From iconic children’s picture posters to Carrera marble and bronze sculptures, 
to mixed media, oil and acrylic paintings, Anthony Veale’s fun and Surrealist-
inspired work has progressed through many stages. Based in Devon, his belief 
in absolute freedom of expression explodes all at once in this rich and varied 
show of quirky yet thought–provoking pieces.

A Journey through Art

Well known for his numerous appearances on the BBC’s Bargain Hunt, Rupert 
Toovey founded Toovey’s, Antique and Fine Art Auctioneers and Valuers, 
together with his family in 1994. Just over 15 years later the company has 
become a regional centre of expertise, employing some of the country’s 
leading specialists. In June this year Rupert was ordained as a deacon in the 
Church of England at Chichester Cathedral. He continues to work full time as 
an auctioneer and valuer whilst also ministering to people “where they are”. 
This exhibition reflects Rupert’s very personal journey with art and antiques, 
drawing on both his own and the museum’s collections.

Skin Deep

The Sussex Road Group is exhibiting for the first time at Worthing Museum 
and Art Gallery. Using the human figure as their starting point, the Worthing 
based artists explore the theme of Skin Deep with a wide approach that 
encompasses painting, drawing, photography and 3D work.  

Anthony Cooke Retrospective
11 Sep – 29 Jan 2011
Anthony Cooke (1933 - 2006) had strong connections with Worthing and 
Shoreham by Sea through his art training and living on a houseboat with his 
family in the 1950s and 60s. His love of the sea, fishing boats and the local 
landscape is reflected in more than 80 oil paintings, watercolours and pieces 
of personal ephemera kindly lent by his family and friends. This long-overdue 
retrospective provides a rare insight into this Royal Academy trained artist who 
is represented in Worthing’s own art collection.
